Reincarnation: Again in the flesh.
A person’s spirit is repea

Resuscitation: A restored life in an unchanged body.
‘Will again be subject to death
‘Will again be subject to pain, hunger, fatigue, sickness, age
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Resurrection: (anastasis)“to stand up”

The same physical body that died will be changed and rise
to be Rejoined with the spirit.
